In fact, they weren't selling
arything at all.

It all started when the children, as ayear-end project, were challenged by
their teachers to come to the aid of Third World communities in need.

They divided into groups, and researched communities in developing
nations, selected nonprofit projects to help those communities and started
fund-raising.

Through a schaal unit an ecology, the students learned about the
importance of clean drinking water, and the scarcity of it in some parts of the world.

"They used this foundation to guide their research," teacher Alicia Jenking
said.

Then each group of students was challenged to create a commercial using
widen cameras and their school-provided laptop computers.

"Just as professional commercials aim to sway consumers, the student
camimercials aim to persuade the student body that their cause is the most waorthy of
aid," Jenkins said.

The children held bake =ales, movie nights, dances and a silent auction to
raise moaoney for their chosen causes. Displays in the school tracked the fund-raising
success for each project, but the money was pooled into one fund.

In one manth, the students raised more than $1,700. The commercials they
made were shown lastweek to the entire seventh grade.



Learning without Limits

It has been exciting to see students with
significant reading and writing disabilities
access information and demonstrate their
learning with the use of their laptops. The
laptops reduce the demands on reading
and writing and provide a terrific means of
presenting information without sacrificing
content.
